CHEERLEADER CODE OF CONDUCT

All team members must behave in a professional and mature manner as a representative of the WILD All Stars and/or teammates. It is expected that all athletes will act with complete respect to the instructors and other athletes in the WILD All Stars program. Any behavior that disrupts the WILD All Stars reputation will not be tolerated and may result in the participant’s dismissal from the practice or event, and possible dismissal from the team.

If necessary, the coaches have the right to terminate (without notice or refund) any individual who does not follow the rules or whose behavior interferes with the daily progress and teamwork of the other team members or coaches. 

CHEERLEADER EXPECTATIONS

• Agree to abide by the expectations, rules, and regulations set forth outlining Code of Conduct 

• HAVE A POSITIVE ATTITUDE!!

• Be ON TIME for ALL practices and performances.

• Attend all practices as scheduled on the monthly calendars. Homework is NOT an excuse to miss or be late to any practice, event, or competition. If Homework is used as an “excuse” action may be taken by the Head Coach to remove the athlete from the routine at anytime.
• A 2 week written notice is REQUIRED for all absences!!
• Attend competitions, performances, activities, fund-raisers, and community events as per the schedule determined by the WILD All Stars Coaches/Director(s).

• Wear the required uniform, hair style, and makeup on practice and event days.

• Be present to support fellow teammates during their performances at competitions. 

• Attend scheduled summer clinics and choreography sessions.

• RESPECT all WILD All Stars team members.
• UNDERSTAND and ABIDE by our piercing schedule. All body piercings must be made during the “Summer” months. There will be NO NEW piercings between September 1st, 2010 and May 15th, 2011. Any athlete that does not abide by this policy will be immediately removed from the program. 

• Understand fully the commitment of being on the WILD All Stars competition teams for the entire year as outlined in this packet, and set forth by the Head Coach(s).

· Set an example of good behavior at all times (whether in uniform or not)

· Remain unified as a team during events, performances, exhibitions, competitions, etc., home and away, in order to promote spirit, and positively represent the WILD All Stars Program.

· If an Athlete or parent threatens to quit the program, they will be removed immediately. 

· Never post any negative comments on any websites or chat rooms.  No one is allowed to post WILD music, choreography, routines, stunts, etc on any websites without the coaches’ permission.  This includes, but not limited to, “Myspace”, “Facebook”, “You tube”,”Twitter” or “Pro x”.
· No cell phones will be allowed during practice-cell phones must be OFF! There will be an area to put your personal items in to be secured during practice.  All cell phones must be placed in there and not allowed in the gym. If there is a potential emergency situation, cell phones can be given to coaches for incoming calls.  
· You may wear your uniform top, warm-up jacket and warm-up pants with bloomers under your pants to arrive at a competition.  Please carry your skirt on a hanger to the competition until you put it on. You will be allowed to wear your warm-up at any time other than the awards ceremony.  You must wear correct shoes and socks to and during competitions.  At no time are you allowed to wear flip flops, sandals, etc.  Under no circumstances are you allowed to wear jewelry at ANY time during practice, community event, or competition.  This could result in you being removed from the WILD program.  All hair and makeup must be complete before entering the competition venue.  No rollers or inappropriate attire.  If you are not competing or have been dismissed from your team obligations, you may wear your warm-up or uniform only.  You are still representing WILD All Stars, and must present yourself in such a way.

· No food or drinks (other than water) are permitted in the gym area.

· Members are NOT permitted in the gym prior to or after practices.  This is a huge liability factor.

· Athletes are not permitted to use any gym equipment or trampolines without instructor supervision.

· No Blue-jean cutoffs, no biker shorts, baggy shorts or overly long or baggy t-shirts are to be worn in class or team practices. 

· No gossip about any other child or parent.  No gossip about coaches and staff.  Everyone must behave and be nice or they will be asked to leave. Parents and team members may feel free to contact us via email to place ideas and concerns. 

· All decisions are left to the discretion of the coaches/ directors/ owners.

· Team rosters are determined by our staff; variables such as carpools and friends are not considered.  

· The head coach for the team reserves the right to remove a member from any team at any time without notice.

WILD All Stars is committed to promoting a healthy lifestyle for all of its participants. Conduct contrary to this philosophy and/or conduct which poses unacceptable risk and disregard for the health, safety, and welfare of the participants may result in dismissal from the all-star program.

· Parents/ Guardians are always welcome and encouraged to attend events, but are expected to attend as spectators only and not as extra coaches or commentators. If for some reason you disagree or are unhappy with a philosophy or decision of the WILD All Stars program, judging at a competition, etc., please request to set up a time to talk to your child’s coach first. X__________

· Refrain from making unreasonable demands or talking negatively among each other as parents or to your child. This can only hurt the children, their self esteem and overall atmosphere of the program. The Coach or Director is the only person with the correct answer. Other parents cannot resolve your issue. X_______________
· I understand and agree to abide by our piercing schedule. All body piercings must be made during the “Summer” months. There will be NO NEW piercings between September 1st, 2010 and May 15th, 2011. Any athlete that does not abide by this policy will be immediately removed from the program. X____________
· Understanding and committing to the information outlined in this packet is essential. As a parent of a WILD All Stars Cheerleader we ask that you help us teach the importance of commitment, follow through, and dedication to your children. There may be times when practice doesn’t go well or someone walks away feeling discouraged. Knowing this to be inevitable, proper conflict management on your part may be necessary. Enabling your cheerleader to quit, show unsportsmanlike conduct, or jeopardizing the safety or well being of fellow teammates cannot be tolerated. X_____________
· Agree to provide a 2 week written notice for all absences!! X___________
· Withholding your athlete from practice as a sense of punishment will not be tolerated! This does not punish just your athlete! This punishes your athlete’s team (s) and the Organization as a whole! X ____________
· Please remember that no one likes to become second priority. By choosing to accept the invitation to participate with the WILD All Stars, you as a parent assume full responsibility for your child’s attendance at all events, practices, and competitions that are scheduled. Parents should not plan family events during WILD All Stars events. Please do not take your child away from the team atmosphere that is needed during such events. Withholding your child from a practice or event hurts the team and its progression toward success. We need every athlete at every event and gathering. Missed events for any reason can jeopardize your child’s standing on a team and may result in dismissal from the team without refunds or reimbursements. X________________

· Please help your child be organized and time efficient. Missed practices due to oversleeping, procrastination on homework, a job, or non-cheer related activity, will not be accepted as an excused absence. X_____________

· All parents will be expected to conduct themselves in a professional and mature manner whenever they are representing WILD All Stars.  Showing respect for the coaching staff, other teams, and hosting organizations is crucial in representing WILD All Stars and setting the best possible example for our program. X____________

· It is ultimately a parent’s responsibility to financially support the activities that they choose to allow their children to participate in. Parents must understand that it is their responsibility to follow through with the financial obligations associated with tuition and other fees during the 2010 - 2011competitive season. Should you fall behind or fail to make the necessary payments, please acknowledge and clearly recognize that your child's involvement in WILD All 
Stars program may be jeopardized or even terminated at the Director or Facility Owners discretion without refunds or reimbursements. We will send out e-mail reminders and or invoices the 1st of the month reminding you of what fees are due and when.  X_____________

· TUITION fees that fall 30 days past due will restrict your child from participating in all WILD All Stars activities, practices, and competitions. These fees must be up to date all times. X______________
· All Transportation and accommodations to events will be the sole responsibility of each family. (Unless prior arrangements are made for bus transportation) Any money that parents spend regarding travel for themselves, family members and friends to competitions and other events is done at their own expense. WILD All Stars will do our best to get information to you in a timely fashion; however, if for any reason a competition is canceled or rescheduled; WILD All Stars will not be responsible for any personal reimbursements. X________________

· Parent meetings will be held throughout the year. It is strongly recommended that at least one parent attend each meeting. In addition, the WILD All Stars staff asks that at least one parent provide the Director with a working e-mail address. This e-mail account as well as the website should be checked at least every couple of days for team updates, reminders, etc. X______________

· Everyone has issues important to their heart.  We respect these feelings.  If you would like to address these issues, we welcome that you speak with the coaches or place suggestions in person or via email.  Being negative, without discussing the issue with your coaches, will divide the entire program.  This cannot happen for the good of the whole.  Issues only have a chance of being addressed, if you bring them to your coaches’ attention.  Allow us to try to help you.  Please be discreet and respectful when approaching coaches.  Approaching a coach during practice or competition is inappropriate.  When discussing issues, let’s all be respectful of others.  In most experiences, open discussion will FREE your SOUL. X______________

· Parents should sit together at competitions. Athletes tend to perform better in front of a loud and excited group.  Remember, it is for the benefit of your child. X_____________

Parents and members will primarily receive team related information and updates via website updates and e-mail; parent meetings, and postings at the gym are also forms of communication we use. It is solely your responsibility as a parent to keep up with these regular updates.

CONFIDENTIALITY

The WILD All Stars program aims to provide the best and most unique choreography to our teams. By joining the WILD All Stars program all members and parents agree to keep all WILD All Stars related material (written or intangible) confidential. 

Please DO NOT teach or share WILD All Stars choreography, stunts, dance routines, or other material of any kind with your school cheer team or friends. This requirement is critical to our success in a very competitive field.

WILD ALL STARS LOGO & MODEL RELEASE

By signing the contract at the end of the handbook, you are giving WILD All Stars the right to use your child’s likeness in various published media.  This includes newspapers, internet photos, phone directories, and the like.  If you do not wish for your child’s photo to be published, you may indicate that on the signed contract. The WILD All Stars name and logo are exclusively owned by WILD All Stars Owners.  Use of either the name or logo without written consent from the owner is prohibited.  This includes but not limited to: email addresses, window stickers, yard signs, etc. 
SPECIAL EVENTS

COMMUNITY EVENTS:  We will be looking to become involved in community service within the local area. These events will be set up by our events committee.  More information will be distributed prior to each event. 

MONTHLY OUTINGS:  We will be holding monthly fun outings for the athletes as team building trips. These will be optional. They will be set up by the team bonding committee. They are open to the athletes and their families. 

BIRTHDAY CELEBRATIONS: If you wish to celebrate your athletes’ birthday with treats, balloons, flowers etc. PLEASE make prior arrangements with your child’s coach so we can end practice early to celebrate. 

SUMMER EVENTS

CHOREOGRAPHY CAMP: In an attempt to maximize practice attendance during the summer months, WILD ALL STARS will hold a mandatory choreography camp for all team members. This two to three day session will be spent developing the routine choreography; therefore, absolute attendance is necessary.

Choreography dates will be announced as soon as they are scheduled. Please note that these dates are tentative and WILD All Stars reserves the right to change the dates listed above based upon necessity. 

ATTENDANCE POLICIES AND PROCEDURES 


The importance of attendance has been mentioned in the Code of Conduct for the WILD All Stars athletes. All competitions are mandatory. Athletes may not miss the practice directly prior to a performance or competition. Please be aware of the following:
A 2 WEEK WRITTEN NOTICE FOR ALL ABSENCES IS REQUIRED!!!!
PRACTICES DURING THE SUMMER: We understand that the summer months are a time for family vacations. Please be considerate and inform the coaches as far in advance as possible of the days your family will not be attending practices due to an out of town vacation. Also, please be aware of the mandatory choreography dates. It is MANDATORY for everyone to attend. Tuition will not be reduced for anyone missing practices for any reason. Summer is our skill development time, and Athletes should be utilizing this time to improve as a team. PRACTICES ARE MANDATORY! Put it this way…. If you are in town, you are at practice.  Athletes must be at practice in proper clothing and ON TIME. You are considered tardy to practice if you are not ready to practice when your practice begins.  This means appropriate practice wear on, shoes on and tied, hair up, snacks and drinks taken care of and ready to go.  Excused absences will ONLY be granted for the following:

· School function (must be approved by coach)

· Contagious illness (we MUST have a doctor’s note)

· Death of relative.

Unexcused absences will result in disciplinary action at the discretion of the coach, up to and including termination from the team.  Practices are much more effective with everyone present; please make every effort to be at every practice and on time.  

SCHOOL WORK: Athletes MUST NOT use school work as an excuse for absences. Everyone has school work. School is and will continue to be important; however, everyone is in the same boat. School work will not be considered reasonable grounds for an excused absence.

OTHER SPORTS / EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES / JOBS: Our teams schedule is firm as of June 2010. At the time of signing up for this program you also sign up with the knowledge that you may have to make sacrifices or changes to your anticipated schedule in order to accommodate various commitments to the team. No one wants to become second or third priority. Please be cautious of additional sports, activities or jobs that you choose to add to your schedule. Absences due to these types of activities may or may not be excused by your coaches.

ILLNESS: If mildly ill, and not contagious, all athletes are encouraged to still attend regular practice, even if they choose only to sit and watch. There is much to be learned by listening through practice as well as physically participating. Showing up during these circumstances also shows dedication, respect, and commitment to both coaches, and teammates. (If however your athlete did stay home from school due to an illness, please contact your coach ASAP)

INJURY: Most injuries still permit team members to attend practices and events. Athletes should participate to the best of their abilities with consideration to the injury- example: if a wrist or arm injury, the cheerleader may still do things such as stretch, jump, mark through stunts, and formation changes etc. Showing support by attending, even if unable to participate physically, is expected for all team functions. 

* In the case of serious illness or injury we ask to be informed ASAP of an absence, and given the estimated time line for their recovery and return. Coaches are to receive sufficient communication and/or a doctor’s note regarding an athlete’s ability or inability to perform specific requirements associated with their normal tasks as a member of WILD All Stars. Continuous tuition payments will be expected regardless of illness or injury as long as the member is still registered on a competition team. Recognize that the coach may need to make adjustments to the team’s choreography if any cheerleader is unable to follow through with a performance element or competition, perhaps even indefinitely. Although this is never enjoyable, there are some things beyond a coach’s control. All team members must be prepared to make changes should a situation such as this arise.  

FAMILY EMERGENCY: In case of an actual emergency please inform your coaches ASAP. Call your coach at any time. 
COMPETITIONS: Competitions are MANDATORY. Please do not make any additional plans for the day(s) of a competition-this includes working.  It is expected that all Athletes will be available to watch other team’s performances and support each other as a gym.  We want the gym to be represented in the best possible manner at all times so that it is a place we can all be proud of.  For this reason, we are asking that parents sit together during competitions-it makes for a much more loud and exciting environment for the Athletes.  Any Athletes missing a competition for any reason will be released from the team or suspended at the coach’s discretion.  Any Athlete that does not come early or stay late to support another team during their performance you may face disciplinary actions.  A detailed competition schedule for each team will be announced with as much advance notice as possible. Each team will attend approximately 7-8 events throughout the season starting in October or November.  Possible events may include Pittsburg, Cleveland, Myrtle Beach, etc.  Some competitions will require overnight stay.  We will have a suggested main hotel for all athletes and parents.  If you decide to stay elsewhere, it is your responsibility to meet the rest of the team at the main hotel for practices, meeting, etc. This is not optional!  Not doing so will result in dismissal from the team.

Q: What should I do if I MUST miss a practice?

A: ALWAYS inform your coaches of any and all absences in writing (telling us verbally in passing will not work.) If documentation is missing, your coaches may mark your absence unexcused. The coach will use their discretion on whether the practice will be excused or unexcused.

CLOSED PRACTICE POLICY:  

ALL WILD All Stars practices WILL BE CLOSED to parents, friends, siblings, and family unless otherwise noted by the coaches.

Coaches and Athletes are the only people to be on the gym floor and equipment at all times.

 Once practice is over athletes may not play on the equipment, tumble or run through the gym. 

2010 -2011
CROSSOVER CLAUSE: 

If your athlete chooses to crossover to another team, they will need to participate on their “Home” team first then crossover. The parent/ Guardian will be responsible for any competition registration fees for crossovers that may occur while crossing over. Also, a $240 raise in your athlete’s tuition will be made to ensure all coaches’ expense will be met. All crossover athletes will be expected to maintain attendance for both teams.
FINANCIAL POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

As with any extra-curricular activity, competitive cheerleading is an added expense financially. There will be avenues to raise funds for your child’s expenditures throughout the year. We urge you to involve yourself with fundraisers in order to maximize the extent of your child’s experience with WILD All Stars. Although we attempt to give our best estimates on costs associated with our program please remember that these are estimates and changes may occur.
ANNUAL REGISTRATION: ($50.00) - This non-refundable fee must be paid annually at the time of registration. This registration fee is required to participate in any activity, class, or team.  This fee is only charged once per year.  For example, if you register in May of 2010, your next registration fee is due May 2011 or 12 months from your registration date paid.  
UNIFORM FEE: ($250.00 est.) – Full payment for uniforms must be collected before WILD All Stars can place an order. If it is not paid for by order date the routine may be reworked without that child involved or you may face possible removal from team.  Please note that uniforms take approximately 8 weeks to arrive. This fee includes uniform top, skirt, spankies.  There will be a fundraiser to help cover this cost.  More information regarding the fundraiser will be passed out at the first parent meeting after Team Placements.
MAKE UP AND BOW: ($30- Tiny Team; $50- Mini- Int. Open Teams) Each athlete will be provided with 2 glitters, 1 lip color, Zebra stripes and a Competition Bow. Tiny Team Athletes will receive 1 glitter, 1 lip color, and Competition Bow.
PRACTICE CLOTHES FEE: ($125.00 EST.) This fee will include 2 tops, 2 bottoms, spankies, hoodie/ sweatshirt, bag, practice bow. All Athletes MUST wear WILD All Stars apparel to practice including practice bow. DO NOT wear competition bow to practice.
MUSIC FEE- ($25): All teams will be required to perform to a 2:30 routine choreographed to each team skill level. 

SHOE FEE: ($80.00): We are placing a group order for anyone interested in purchasing shoes through WILD All Stars. You may purchase the shoes on your own at any time. WILD All Stars will be using the Nfinity Brand shoe. Please check with your coach for style. All Athletes MUST have the Nfinity brand shoe.

COMPETITION DUES: ($400– Tiny Team; $650- Mini Teams; $800- Youth, Jr., and Sr. Teams; $300- Int. Open/ Open Team) – These non-refundable dues are dependent upon the athlete’s team and which competitions they attend. Competitor’s entry fees may vary from competition to competition. Our teams compete in both regional and national competitions.  If a competition fee is not paid in full for the competitor by the competition entry deadline, you may face possible termination from the team.  An athlete will incur personal cost above and beyond the competition fees.  These costs include, but are not limited to, hotel, meals, and transportation to the competitions.  WILD All Stars will NOT be responsible for team member’s transportation to the competitions. These fees will also include: Coaches competition entrance fees and travel expenses.  

YEARLY TUITION: ($550.00 Tiny/ Mini Teams; $720.00 Youth, Jr., and SR. Teams) - This non-refundable fee. This includes 2- one and a half hour practices a week for the Tiny/ Mini Teams, and 2- two and a half hour practices a week for the Youth, Junior, and Senior Teams.

 Choose one of the following options:

WILD All Stars has made it convenient for you to pay in monthly increments. Please see Monthly Installment Plan for details. 

*****Additional items may need to be purchased throughout the year. *****
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• Any payments resulting in a NSF (non-sufficient funds), returned check, etc. will be charged a $50 service charge.

• An athlete’s account must be current and in good standing in order to participate in practices, competitions, and special events.
• In the event an athlete resigns from the program between June 1, 2009 and June 1, 2010, written notice of resignation must be received by the Director at least ten days prior to the 10th in order to remove the following month’s billing. If written notice is not received at least ten days in advance of the 10th, the following month’s tuition will be collected and retained by the gym.

• If an athlete resigns (or is let go) from the program between June 1, 2010 and June 1, 2011 no refund will be given what-so- ever. We register for all competitions in the beginning of our season and therefore we are unable to refund any part of the competition fees regardless if the athlete is in attendance or not. Please keep in mind that due to your signature on this contract you will be expected to pay and maintain all fees for the WILD All- Star program regardless if you choose to leave before the season is complete.
• All tuition and other fees must be current before an athlete may receive any clothing/uniform items.

Family Discount Policy: Discounts are applied to Season Tuition ONLY
1st Child Full Tuition

2nd Child 25% off Tuition- Tiny/ Mini= $412.50; Yth/Jr/Sr=$540

3rd Child 50% off Tuition- Tiny/ Mini= $275; Yth/Jr/Sr= $360

4th Child + 100% Off Tuition

New Member Incentive:  For every new paid member that joins a WILD All Stars team from your recommendation, you will receive $25 towards your tuition.
*Additional items may need to be purchased throughout the year.*
Miscellaneous Fees/Refunds

We will travel approximately 4-5 times out of town/overnight.  Hotel accommodations and travel expenses (food) will be your responsibility.  Most mothers/daughters partner up with other mother/daughters to travel and split the price of gas and a room.  Many parents pack coolers for lunch and order pizza at night to avoid pricey restaurants.  You are encouraged to participate in as many fundraisers as possible to help offset some of the cost.  There will be no refunds (competition fees, clothing, gym fees, etc) to anyone who quits or is asked to leave the program for any reason.  Anyone who leaves or is dismissed is responsible for all debts and legal fees.
