TEAM PLACEMENT DATES AND TIMES:

Please note that the age for participant as of August 31, 2009 will determine the competing age for the upcoming season. EXCEPTION: The cut off date for the max age of the senior teams (18) will remain May 31, 2009.

TEAM PLACEMENT PROCESS:

 Low stress is the name of the game. During the Team Placement the athletes will be working with other athletes their age. They will be given all the chances they need to demonstrate the skills that they have already learned. We will also teach them a very short, easy to learn cheer that they will later show off to the coaches in small groups. Coaches will give them enough time to warm up and practice the cheer until they are comfortable. The coaches want the athletes to be relaxed just like a regular practice.

TEAM PLACEMENT PROCEDURES AND PAPERWORK:

1) Fill out and turn in the Team Placement Application and Medical Release, a copy of birth certificate, along with the Registration/Team Placement fee of $5/person.

2) Team Placements will be held on May 19th & 21st using the following format:

    -Each person will demonstrate one standing tumbling element and one running tumbling pass

    -Each person will demonstrate a variety of jumps 

    -Each person will demonstrate a short cheer learned, learned at Team Placements, at the time of evaluation.
*ALL paperwork and Team Placement fees must be turned in to participate in Team Placements
SELECTION PROCESS:

The coaching staff goes through extensive discussions and debates to create the BEST combinations of athletes and teams. Please keep in mind squad placement is not solely based on tumbling skills/level alone! We have to look at each athlete overall and each is equally scored on motions, jumps, cheer, overall impression, and attitude. Each child trying out will be placed on a team in which the knowledgeable staff feels they will be most successful. We cannot determine the number of teams or levels until the Team Placements are held.  There may be an additional Team Placement if the coaches feel it is necessary. Additional team members may be added throughout the course of the season at the coaches’ discretion.  We want to provide every child with the opportunity to learn, develop and grow.  Our goal is to have teams for athletes of every age and experience level, so the majority of athletes attending the Team Placements will be placed on a team.  Each team could be comprised of a variety of athletes with a variety of talents.  With that being said our goal is to have teams based on the USASF levels. Teams are formed in every gym with these levels as standard.  At competitions, teams must do the necessary skills that are set forth in these levels, and are prohibited to do skills that are of a higher level. This is a safety measure to ensure that all athletes follow proper training from one level to the next without lack of experience and training.  In the sport of cheerleading, the percentage of your team that can perform a trick is how they determine the scoring range. So in order to be a competitive team, nearly every child on the team must demonstrate the hardest tricks allowed in that level.  We will form the teams with this in mind, but there are always some exceptions. Below is the minimum skill level requirement for each level using United States All Star Federation guidelines. Should your child not meet the requirements for a specified level, they may be placed on a team of a different level at the discretion of WILD All Stars. Team placement will also be determined on the number of athletes and skills in each level. 
Example: An athlete may have a full but might be placed on a Level 4 team due to the low number of 
fulls we have trying out. A member may have competed on a higher level in 2008-09 but due to their tumbling skills they may be placed on a lower level team. Throughout the year, WILD All Stars may decide to move your child to a different team based on ability, work ethic, attitude, etc.  This move may be up OR down and the decision can ONLY be made by WILD All Stars. Please note that WILD All Stars reserves the right to change team divisions throughout the season based on the teams’ best interest for various events.

Please use the following chart to determine your athlete’s skill level. This will allow athlete’s with a limited ability to discover the excitement of the WILD All Stars and its coaching staff (you will need to know your level for the Team Placement registration form)

** If an athlete demonstrates a skill at Team Placements and at anytime looses that skill, they have one week to regain that skill. If the athlete still does not have the skill after a week, they may be moved to the appropriate level at the coaches’ discretion.
